Last year, over $18,000 was raised at the golf outing!

Over the past year ASACIC was able to provide ABA in-home intensive training programs (10 week), hold
support group meetings in various locations throughout our service area, advocate for special education and
insurance coverage of spectrum-related treatments, offer training workshops, was able to conduct the Camp
ASPIRE social skill building program last summer, fund the Blake Penner Memorial Grant which offers sti-
pends up to $300 per family for any service that benefits a family with a member on the spectrum, and host
many social events such as our annual “Evening at the Zoo”, movie outings, and swimming at Fusion Fitness.

Your help is needed to keep these programs running, especially as the prevalence rate of autism increases.

The Autism Society of America Central lllinois chapter (ASACIC) is a 501¢3 organization (non-profit) and op-
erate solely on fundraisers, donations and the time and effort of our volunteers.

Autism Society of America Central Illinois Chapter (ASACIC) is piloting an inclusive social skill building summer program
based on best practices for teaching children with autism. Camp ASPIRE will provide a unique and fun experience for
students ages 6 though 13 who have autism and peer mentors. This is the second year of the pilot program and the
camp is open to the enrollment students with an Autism Spectrum Disorder diagnosis. Peer mentors will join the camp-
ers at regular intervals throughout the six week camp.

Camp objectives:

To provide a fun, exciting summer camp specializing in increasing friendship and related skills such as: conversational
skills (verbal and non-verbal), problem solving, perspective taking, emotional awareness and reqgulation, AND interac-
tive play. Research has found that the most effective way of teaching social skills is to use peer models/coaches.Special
days during the camp will include peer mentors. Please contact us if you know of a caring child between the ages of 7
and 14 who would like to apply to volunteer as a peer mentor.

Estimated Tuition fees:
Children with an ASD diagnosis: ~ Total tuition for the 6 weeks is estimated to be $450.

$225 deposit due by April 18 and $225 by May 30

(The per week cost is $75 —if actual costs are less, tuition will be reduced.)

Camp staff:

Camp ASPIRE’s director is Lyn Becker, M.S. Ed. Dr. Karen Kirkendall, UIS professor, will provide training and consulting. The
teacher will be an Illinois certified special educator with experience in providing quality education services and specializ-
ing in best practice instruction for teaching children with autism spectrum disorders. Teaching assistance and support
will be provided by college students who have completed specialized classes and training. A Board Certified Behavior
Analyst will help develop, supervise, and provide on-going training.

Is this camp for all children with Autism Spectrum Disorders?

No, to benefit from this camp, campers must have experience in an inclusive setting at school, the ability to tolerate in-
clusive and noisy settings, verbal communication skills, the ability to follow directions, and an interest in social interac-
tion. All campers must be in good health, toilet trained with no intensive medical needs. Applications must include a
copy of the child’s IEP and will be screened to determine student appropriateness by a group of professionals (Teacher,
Director, and Board Certified Behavior Analyst.)

Camp ASPIRE is being developed to fit the need in the central Illinois community for an inclusive, structured, and fun
summer learning experience for children with Autism Spectrum Disorders to receive intensive teaching for increasing
social skills. This camp is not a replacement for traditional summer school for academic skills or existing summer pro-
grams such as those offered with specialized support through United Cerebral Palsy, SPARC, YMCA, or Park District.
